When is a check "Good"?
With the increased use of the Internet 
and email, there are a growing number 
of ways in which good, well-
intentioned bank customers are being 
scammed. Most of these scams involve 
a large check that will be deposited 
into a good bank customer's account. 
These checks can look authentic in 
every way. They may be drawn on a 
large, well-known company and could 
even have a legitimate bank account 
number. The crook convinces the 
victim to send part of the check 
proceeds to an accomplice as soon as 
the bank will allow the customer to 
withdraw the funds. Many times, they 
will request the money to be wired. 
The scam is finally detected when 
the original check is returned to the 
bank as fraud, stolen or on a closed 
account. The well-intentioned victim 
is then left owing the bank the entire 
amount of the check and the crook is 
nowhere to be found. 
 
It is almost impossible to tell if a check 
is 'good'. The first step would be to 
contact the bank that the check is 
drawn on. This may determine that the 
account is valid but does not verify 
whether the check has been stolen or 
not.

Crooks 
take advantage of the fact that even 
suspicious victims can't figure out how 
they are being scammed. Just 
remember, whenever you negotiate a 
check, you have the potential for long-
term liability. A check could be 
returned years later and you would still 
be liable for it.
